0.2 Uses for this book

This book is essentially an enhanced dictionary that can also be used for these other purposes:
1: to determine the frequencies of word usage in the Tanakh ('Old' Testament).
2: to more easily compare words with similar spellings.
3: to discover the chapter number of each Bible chapter.
4: to discover verses in other chapters that link information with the chapter
number that you are looking at.
5: to discover important information about a Bible chapter that you are looking
at.
6: to compare all of the words that come from one single Hebrew stem, which can help us to better
understand those word meanings and word usages.
7: to discover the relationship between the first usage of a word in the Bible
and the sum of the stem that that word belongs to.
8: to discover what Bible chapter a word stem belongs to, and how that stem
meaning might interact with that Bible chapter.
9: to discover what the Hebrew name is of each Bible book.
10: to discover what Hebrew stem a word belongs to.
11: to discover Hebrew stems that other dictionaries do not recognize.
12: to compare Biblical Hebrew words with modern Hebrew meanings in some important situations.
This 'Dictionary' is not meant to be used for 'magical’ or 'divination' purposes. For example, I prefer
that people do not look up words in this book for the purpose that they would try to make guesses as to what
is happening, or will happen in their lives based on the words they find.
13: to aid in the research of stems that are not used as verbs in the Tanakh, and also do not have
obvious words that come from that stem. For example, some names will be listed in this book if it has an
obvious connection to a stem, even when that stem might not appear to exist in the Tanakh otherwise.

0.3 Book structure

The main thing that this 'dictionary' lacks that other 'dictionaries' might have is the verse locations of
each place a word is used in. This is common with Concordances of the Bible. Because it would increase the
size of this book by more than a 1000 pages, and the time it would take to list each word location, I have
decided to not include concordance information in this dictionary, even though that would be something I
would have wanted to do if I had the time and patience to do it.

Each listing for each number from 1 to 1189 lists the corresponding Bible Chapter that matches that



Bible Chapter Number. For example, if you number the chapters in a King James Bible (without the
Apocrypha) starting with Genesis and ending with Revelations, there are 1189 chapters.

Additional important information is listed in each Chapter section when that information is related to
that number or Bible Chapter. Some examples of this are: Important equations hidden in the Hebrew text,
links to related Bible verses, Acrostic formations in the Hebrew text, and other important things.

Strong's Numbers are listed next to each listing. In rare cases when there is no Strong's number after
a Hebrew word, it is a word that the dictionaries left out, or a word that they assign incorrectly to a different
stem that already exists. In those cases, [ add my own entry for these situations. The stem 9.3.n is one of
these stems that other dictionaries incorrectly assign to another stem, meaning there is no Strong's entry or
number for a 7.3.n stem.

After the Strong's H number, I will list the estimated number of times that word was used in the 'Old
Testament' after a period. For example, for the word representing father 2X , it would be listed like this:
H1.1215-H2.9 This means that H1 and H2 combined are used about 1224 times in the 'Old Testament'.
When I use a — to combine two Strong's numbers, it is because they are basically the same word, but
because of the Aramaic myth (described in my book "What is Truth?'), Strong's has assigned two separate
numbers for them. This is a very common situation with Strong's numbers.

I did not make a Table of Contents for this book because it would not have listed the places for each
stem, but instead only the 66 Bible book beginnings and the preface sections are included in PDF
bookmarks. I believe that a Table of Contents in this case is not very practical. I suggest that people write
markings on the edges of the pages to show these bookmarked sections printed copies of this book. I make
my own “bookmark” notes on the edges of my printed copies of this book.

For the Isaiah “table of contents” phenomenon where each of the 66 chapters in Isaiah match the
content in each of the books in the Bible, I used many sources, and even my own research, to find these
connections listed in the Isaiah chapters of this book, but I forgot some of the sources because I didn't save
them in my book What is Truth (but I did provide some links there). Below are two of the sources, the first
link is a more complete one that I used the most.

0.4 Root Families

The names of people or places are usually not going to be listed in this dictionary which is stem/root
centered, because they are redundant in the sense that names have meanings based on the stems of the words
that make up the name. Essentially, names are just transliterations and if you know what the stems already
mean, you already can know what the name means.

Plural words will not usually be listed, and instead, the masculine singular forms will be the most
common listed words. This is because feminine and plural suffixes usually have standard vowels and letters
that they use, and so they can be easily predictable. Although vowels are important in this book, the most
important thing is listing stems and listing the important letter variations for each stem.

For the purposes of this book, a stem or root is considered to be a Hebrew word that is at the most
foundational level, in a three letter form (see the chart after at the very beginning of this book, after the
introduction sections). Each branch is placed in the number entry that matches the sum of that stem. All non-
stem words are placed with the branch entries whenever there is an obvious connection. When there is no
used stem in the Bible for a word then that word is listed as if it is a stem without '." dots between the letters.
Root Families can be thought of as self contained trees where the stem of the tree is the three letter base,
coming from the stems (22 Hebrew letters) that all stems share. Like the cover of this book, all of the stems
could be considered as one tree sharing the same stem system. Branches coming from the stem help
determine what the verbs and other words mean that come from it. Any non-verb coming from a branch is
considered a twig of that branch. In the cases where a a word comes directly from a twig, it is considered a
leaf.

I have only seen two stems that have more than three letters, and they are %.X.n.% which means 'to
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choose the left', and 1.1.n.% which means 'to worship'.

To fully understand why I sometimes do not place the names of animals, or 'Aramaic' words with
branchs that other dictionaries do, you might want to read my book “What is Truth?”. I fully explain these
topics in that book that I wrote. I believe that because Adam named the animals, the names of the animals do
not come directly from a stem of a stem but instead is like it's own stem or even it's own stem. This is
because like stems that usually have the meaning of the stem defined by the meaning of it's letters, animals
can also have the letter meanings describe them. Because of these things I do believe it is ok to put the
names of animals with some Root Families when they share the same three letters. When animals have more
than three letters or are not spelled like any other stem, than they act like their own stem.

It is debatable if a ¥ shin stem should be combined with any stem that is spelled identical but has a @
sin instead. For example, X.1.% does sort of have a connection with X.1.%, but it could just be due to having
the same letters. p for example, does not really have any obvious meaning connection to its proven stem
p.?.W, and so it is hard to argue that this is proof that they should be considered the same stem. Although it is
very clear to me that ¥ and ¥ are considered the same letter by God, they are different enough that they
should be treated as separate stems when listed in my opnion.

Some word pairs like 2°72v-21 will be included in this book, even though it is redundant, for the sake
of keeping track that they are not Modern Hebrew additions.

0.5 Translations

Most English translations of Hebrew will match the KJV translation instead of blindly matching any
lexicon definition. In some cases the dictionaries or other sources have more accurate definitions than the
KJV due to the degradation of the English language over time. In some cases I have used my own
translations of words, when I felt that they were better than the KJV translations.

In rare cases there just may be more accurate definitions than what the KJV translators used.
Underlined definitions mean they are the most frequently used definitions in the KJV or on less common
occasions it means it is the definition that I believe is most accurate. A partially underlined word means it is
the second most used meaning.

In the uncommon cases where a KJV definition of a word is not very accurate in my belief, I will list
that definition in italics. Also in rare cases where I think the meaning should be something, but the KJV uses
a transliteration, then I will list this meaning that I think is correct in italics.

I usually do not list the different meanings for each conjugation type (Hiphil, Piel, etc) of a stem
(root). This is because the goal of this book is to list the most common or important meanings of each stem
while keeping the book size as small as possible, which means that redundant things need to be removed. In
those cases [ will still list a definition if it is only for one conjugation type, but I list it right next to the
meanings of the other conjugation types. In other words, when giving definitions, I give definitions for all of
the conjugation types without saying (due to redundancy) which conjugation each one belongs to. This is
also because in most cases the context of a verse will make the stem meaning obvious or clear. As long as
the student knows that a definition is possible among the different conjugation types, then I believe they will
usually succeed in finding the right meaning while using this book. It wont make this book perfect, but
which dictionary is perfect?

0.6 Finding words

This digital document (if it is not printed) can be searched (ctrl-f) with a search tool for the Strong's
number or definition desired, if you do not know what the sum of the stem for the word you are looking for.

This digital document (if it is not printed) also has bookmarks for each beginning of a new Bible
book. These bookmarks can help you jump closer to the section you want, then you can scroll up or down a
few pages to find the section you want.

For printed versions of this book, I recommend that you use a waterproof pen to make a mark on the
outside of the pages where every fiftieth chapter starts. For example, at 50, 100, 150, etc. Then you can find



words easier by starting near the stem number that you want. I do this myself and it is quicker than going to
a table of contents each time and then looking for a page number. This is one reason why I do no have a
table of contents in this book. Another reason is because I use this book often, and going to a table of
contents often is annoying and inefficient. You can also make a second set of markings on the top, bottom or
side of this printed book to show where each book of the Bible starts, according to their Bible Book
numbers. Once you get to 500, I recommend that you use intervals of 100. For example, 600, 700, 800, and
so forth. This is because there are less stems for these Bible Chapters and so there are less pages in-between
these sections of 100.

0.7 Colors and Abbreviations

Take a look at the Legend below, right before Bible Chapter 1. Then come back and read about the
text formating that I used.

I will mark words in red when they are not in the Bible but the meaning comes from either Modern
Hebrew (The stem 1.n.0 is a good example of how I do this) for the Hebrew Book of Matthew. This is so that
the reader can easily recognize any red text in this book as not representing Biblical Hebrew (or that it is in
Matthew and not the 'Old Testament'). Any usage of a Hebrew word after the writing of the Tanakh will be
considered as Modern in this book. In other words, I am not going to make a separate color for Mishnaic
(Talmud) Hebrew, it will be added in with the Modern red color. I do not study the Talmud myself, so the
only way I would encounter Talmud Hebrew is if it is also in the Book of Matthew manuscripts or if
remnants of it are still in Modern Hebrew. If a red word is in italics then that means it is an implied
definition for that stem because of the usage of words that come from that stem.

For Bible Chapters that have no Root Families, I sometimes have listed Modern Hebrew stems that
are not in the Tanakh using red text. This could help a student in rare situations. If these listings in these
cases are in italics, then that means the definition is not certain or not yet confirmed with a second source.

If there are two stems with the same exact spelling, I treat them as the same stem listing but I try to
color code them so that each branch of that one stem can be show differently. I call these stems Twin Stems.
Green would be the more common of the two twins, and 1s for the less common one. Look at 17.1.¥
for an example of this. On rare occasions when there are three different meanings for one stem, I will also
use Purple text for any third twin/triplet meaning.

is used for when I split a Strong's number into more than one entry so that you can
easily see they “belong together” (but usualy I would say that they should have had a separate Strong's
entry).

Blue text is used for Special phenomenon notes at the beginning of Chapter Sections. This is to
separate these notes from the Bible verse links and other notes.

Brown will be used for Bibles verses that have related topics to the Bible chapter it is in, or if that
verse has some other important meaning related to that chapter number.

will be used for Arabic words that are very similar to their Hebrew origin stem. Yes, this means
that I believe that Arabic came directly from the original Hebrew but that Arabic changed over time. I have
explained this in better detail in my book “What is Truth?”. I have usually used the 3™ person masculine
singular forms of Arabic verbs instead of showing them as stems like I do with Hebrew. In cases where there
are many variations of spellings for an Arabic word, I will probably just use one of these words that best
matches the original Hebrew word. My goal in this book is not to list every possible related Arabic word,
just one of the main ones for each original.

is used in the rare cases where I felt a need to add the name of a group of people, or the name
of a person to this dictionary. For example, I used this color for Hebrew (people), Arabian, Yehovah,
and Yehoshua. It is perhaps like a slippery slope when adding the names of people and places to a dictionary
that is not meant to have them, because then we need to ask ourselves "When do I stop adding names?".

is used for assumed stems when a name of a place, person or people in the

Tanakh shows us that a stem likely exists even though there are no non-noun words in the Tanakh that uses
that stem. In these cases I try to include either Modern Hebrew or Arabic definitions (or both) as hints as to



what this assumed stem might have originally meant. I fully expect that the Modern Hebrew or Arabic
definitions will usually be slightly differently than the original meaning of the assumed stem. When a stem
is uncertain because of a drop letter in the stem like a 1,° ,1,7, or etc, then I do not plan to list it in this book.
When stems with drop letters are used in the Tanakh as verbs, it is much easier to be sure about those stems,
especially when there are other words belonging to that stem that are used in the Tanakh. I try to only list the
names of Hebrew speaking people, and the names of cities in Hebrew speaking areas. This does involve
some theory as to how much of Canaan probably spoke a variation of Hebrew before Israel took their
inherited land.

Medium Blue (Chart Blue) is used for Greek strong's words with a KJV English translation.

BLB is used for Blueletterbible.org and/or The Englishman's Hebrew Concordance of the Old
Testament.

BH is used for Biblehub.com. It seems that BlueLetterBible.org and other concordances only lists
certain entries, like entries that are not in word pairs, or entries without prefixes or suffixes, and so forth.
Because of this, the Biblehub.com occurrence number is probably more accurate.

0.8 My other books

Another book of mine relating to this book is "'Word Occurrences', which lists each group (what I call
a Root Family) by their common stem, and then by their usage frequencies in the Bible. So, the most
commonly used Root Family in the bible will be near the beginning of the book. The book is divided into 30
sections so that a person can review the words of each section each day of the month. A month of 29 days
means you skip section 30, and a month of 31 days means you don't review any sections on day 31.

I have also written a complete Biblical Hebrew grammar book called 'Learning Hebrew from
Genesis'. I also made a list (in book form) of Modern Hebrew words that are not in the Bible, or are
different than the words in the Bible. All of these books should be available where these other books of mine
are also available.
